Organizational Oversight


This is one of my stronger competencies; I was able to spend a lot of time planning different activities for our district throughout my internship. I was a planner for the Raven Stream Elementary Family Fun Night, orchestrated the implementation of our Technology Basic Skills and organized our Targeted Services Summer School from beginning to end. 


The Family Fun Night is a themed night where parents and students are invited into the school after hours. I planned a game night where students were able to shoot basketballs, run an obstacle course, show their moves on Dance Dance Revolution, get their face painted and many other great things going on at the same time. We also provided food for the families. I was able to utilize the experience of a secretary in the building and delegated the food and beverages to her. The feedback we received from many was that it was the best one they have ever attended. 

Our Basic Skills started as a dreamy idea to make sure all students are meeting a baseline of skills for each grade level for each teacher. I became the person in charge of the implementation and follow-up of this assessment tool. This was a new experience for the teachers and I had to have some tact in introducing more to their list of things to do. 

Summer school was the largest portion of any organizational oversight I was responsible for during my experience. I was able to start the process by talking to teachers having them help identify possible candidates for summer school by introducing the idea at our winter conferences. I made sure they had the information they needed to feel comfortable with the change in procedure. Then I collected and organized the students as parents signed them up. I went through the hiring process for teachers and paraprofessionals. I met with the teachers and went over the expectations and the protocol for the summer. Finally, once things got started I helped with the supervision of six-week program.
