1:20-1:28 Whole group directions given at tables

1:28 Student worked independently from tables on “l” sound pictures project
Student engagement 
1.    Picture sound identification
· kids knew secret word
· used listening cues (name, clapping)

· hand raised for one answer/finger on nose (beginning/ending of word) was very effective

2.  Whiteboard

· wait time used to get kids focused

· drew sticks for participation 
· refocused one girl and one boy by moving them

· empowered “busy” student by asking him for answer

· still teaching kids not to blurt out answers

· moved another student to help with management

Clear, specific directions given

Wrote “5” on the board for a reminder of how many pictures to cut out
