In the standards gradebook, the subject areas are broken down into skills, I don’t feel there is a need for the overall grade.  Many of the teachers are not using it because it is redundant.

-The concern was about the final grades if we had marked an X or (not grading at the time) during the first or second grading periods.  I was just wondering if anything had been done about that or if we have will have to figure that stuff out in our heads when we work on the cumulative folders at the end of the year.  I'm kind of used to the computer doing the computing now.
I am pretty sure I have a fix for this by adding an Event for the skill

-In the EFFORT Key, take away the IS and just have I. It would mean Improving.
Could change to IM and call the symbol Improving, we cannot have the symbol as “I”, that is the key symbol for “incomplete”
-The “Timed Test Update” should be bolded and as it’s own heading.
Up to principals if they want a new category
-Language is listed 3 times as a heading.  Twice is sufficient!
We will have to look into how to do this, if it is possible.
-Under handwriting we would like three lines:
                        Effort
                        Can form letters correctly
                        Daily work
Would only have to add “Effort”

-The only issue I have with the report card is the Timed Test portion.  

It used to be graded only once as each test was passed.  Now we have to mark it each grade period.  Not a huge deal, but something that doesn't work as well as it could.  Also it doesn't need to have a grade attached to it, but that is minor.  Otherwise I think the rest works well.
Can use the “X” for the non-assessed trimesters, if an event is added

-I was wondering if there is a way to put down the students reading level?  On the hand written card we would mark if they were reading at, below or above grade level.
