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What is a WebQuest??
A WebQuest is a way to expose students to specific web sites in research, exposure, or assessment phases of learning.  A teacher chooses the sites and then gives directions of procedures to students to follow.
Creating in MS Word
To create a WebQuest in Microsoft Word:

1. Find web sites for explore

2. Open a Word document

3. Type a description of the site

4. For each site

· Copy the site address/Paste it in Word document (or)
· Type site address

5. After typing the last part of the address press enter to activate the hyperlink.
Note: When students access this link they will have to hold the Control key as well as clicking on the link

6. After entering the link, type question(s) and/or procedure(s)
7. Insert any images/pictures/graphics for greater impact and connection


Note: The use of Word will limit the digital response in a webquest; students may have an easier time answering questions on a hard copy of your webquest.

Creating in MS Power Point
1. Find web sites for explore

2. Open a Power Point document

3. Type a description of the site on slide

4. For each site

· Copy the site address/Paste it in Power Point document

· Type site address

5. After typing the last part of the address press enter to activate the hyperlink.

6. Insert a new slide

7. Type your question(s) and/or procedure(s)

8. Insert any images/pictures/graphics for greater impact and connection

Hosting WebQuests
Once you have created a WebQuest, how the students access it is the next question.  There are a couple of options:

1. Save the document in teacher folder on school network (i.e. pick up folder or students on frmedia/rsmedia/evmedia)

2. Load document onto TeacherWeb page.  This will allow access to WebQuest outside of school buildings.
